PLANNING APPLICATION NEWS

Our ‘who does what’ list above shows lan Spencer as
our new Planning Secretary, and he can be contacted
on 77 0813, or by e-mail at lanMSpencer@gmail.com.
Currently there are a number of local developments
where the issue of Affordable Housing has been
brought up, and developers have been quite happy to
interpret the phrase in a different way from that intended
in Government planning guidance. Affordable Housing
does not mean building some cheap, small houses as
part of a development. Rather it is a mechanism to
ensure that larger developments work with Housing
Associations or financial institutions to provide homes
that can be either rented or bought at low cost by
means of shared equity. Currently this applies to two
proposed developments in our area, the site at
Eveson’s and the one off Paddock Drive.

Planning Policy Guidance 3 (PPG3) and Solihull’s
Affordable Housing Policy both say that there must be
affordable housing on a development of over 0.5
hectares or 14 dwellings. The housing should be on-
site, and should cost around £100 per week for family
accommodation. Planning permission should not be
granted without a firm contract, which should be

available to public view.

it appears that the Council is applying this policy, which
is why the developers of the Eveson’s site have not yet
got full planning permission. Contrary to public opinion
the Council does believe that it is practical - and
necessary - to provide affordable housing in the B93
area. And that view, of course, provides us with a very
useful weapon to use against developers who seek to
build only high value properties.
